ing a food service that sold pre-
pared meals to the U.S. military, 
the logging companies of Min-
nesota, and the huge population 
lured by gold to the Skagway 
area of Alaska. This was a fas-
cinating presentation with many 

unique historical photos.
Snow and cold kept the at-

tendance to a modest 19 hardy 
Minnesotans.
